Minutes:
· A motion was made by Chris Castiglione, seconded by Julie Naughton to accept the minutes of 4/11/23. The motion passed. 

Discussion and Approval of Library Policies:

· Tewksbury Public Library Policy: Use of Library Meeting Room.  The Director tighten up the policy, the two meeting rooms that the public can use are the meeting room and the trustee’s room.  The Director met with Town’s Lawyer to make sure that everything was legally sound, understandable and changed to a numbered format.
Julie Naughton asked for an example of something political that we could have.  The Director responded that we could have a candidate’s night.  Julie also asked that we do not include audio/visual equipment.  The Director responded that we will not hook up any equipment up but they can use the screen. 
Sue Pedersen asked that they can only name the meeting but not to advertise it. The Director responded that we can not affiliate with advertising of a program. 

A motion was made by Julie Naughton, seconded by Chris Castiglione to accept the Tewksbury Public Library Policy: Use of Library Meeting Room. The motion passed.

· Tewksbury Public Library Policy: Exhibits. The Director explained that is our art and display units that are scattered through out the 1st floor & 2nd floor.  We have these places for exhibits and we understand that this is were all ages are welcomed to visit and we are a public intuition.  We have had zero issues with the exhibits in the past.

A motion was made by Sue Pedersen, seconded by Chris Castiglione to accept the Tewksbury Public Library Policy: Exhibits. The motion passed.

Sue Pedersen asked if there was any theft with their art work?  The Director believes that early on there might have been damage to a piece of art. We worked it out with the artist at the time.

· Tewksbury Public Library Policy: Library Programs.  This policy is brand new and the purpose is to let the community know what we do for programming and what are parameters are.  We did decide to list only Library programming on the calendar as to not endorse any public programs as our own.
Julie Naughton had a question about adding the Friends to #6.  The Director responded that this is just for the Library.
Sue Pedersen had a question about someone coming into the library and wants to go into a meeting, is it okay for them to do that?  The Director responded yes, they are welcomed into the public space, unless it’s age and space appropriate.

 A motion was made by Chris Castiglione, seconded by Jessica Rauseo to accept the Tewksbury Public Library Policy: Library Programs. The motion passed.

The Director’s Comments:

· Working on the annual statics and counting is different than it was in the past.  As soon as those are calculated we will get those to you.
· The staff training and cyber training is proving to be useful for the staff and catching things that could be harmful and at 80% and above for success.  We do have quarterly staff trainings and it is across all formats. 
· The two policies to look at this month are one revision and one new one.  The revision is the Criminal Offender Records Information Policy and are required to have for the volunteers and one every year.  The new policy is Tewksbury Public Library Policy: Library Created Displays.  Please read them first and vote on them in June.

Julie Naughton asked if that would be part of the bylaws or a separate policy.  The Director said she would have to check on that and possibly review the bylaws again.
