ARCHITECTURAL DESCRIPTION:      
Describe architectural features.  Evaluate the characteristics of this building in terms of other buildings within the community.  
 
The Italianate dwelling at 970 Main Street is two-and-a-half stories in height. The two by three bay building rests on a granite 
foundation. The building is rectangular in plan with a side ell at the rear of the north elevation. A one story shop is located to the 
north of the dwelling. The gable front roof is sheathed in asphalt shingles. A brick chimney projects from the ridge of the main 
roof.  A second chimney is located on the exterior of the shop addition. A two story bay projects from the front façade. The main 
entry door is to the north of the double height bay. A projecting hood over the entrance is supported by two large decorative 
brackets. The walls of the dwelling are clad in aluminum siding. In the gable end is a sawn gable detail with a floral motif. The 
fenestration on the dwelling includes narrow 1/1 sash windows and 2/2 wood sash windows. The walls of the attached shop are 
constructed of concrete block. The shops large masonry openings have been filled by vertical siding and pairs of 1/1 sash 
windows. Above the large masonry openings is a band of wood shingles beneath a low modern baluster. 
 
HISTORICAL NARRATIVE

According to Property Valuations in 1890 Enoch Foster owner his own home near the corner of Main and Pleasant Streets, the 
Brown Tavern at 995 Main Street (TEW.05) and the “Farmer House”. Foster acquired the property in 1886 from Aaron Frost. 
 
Joel and Enoch Foster were brothers and furniture manufacturers. The brothers entered the furniture business with Nathan P 
Cole under the name JE Foster & Co. in 1851. The company name was later changed to Foster & Cole. The brothers also 
maintained a business interest in California. Joel, his wife Sarah, and their children lived in San Francisco in the 1870s. When in 
Tewksbury Joel Foster lived at 48 Pleasant Street. His brother, Enoch, built his house c1880 close to the corner of Main and 
Pleasant Streets on the site of the present day Town Hall. Enoch retired from the furniture business and operated a farm. 
According to census records initially he employed farm hands that resided with the family. Later it appears that the farmhands 
lived in a separate dwelling. 
 
In 1900 Enoch Foster sold 970 Main Street to Julia Foristall. Members of the Foristall family operated the local post office. 
George Foristall was the postmaster and operated the village post office from his house opposite the Brown Tavern from 1897-
1914. Edith Foristall worked as the assistant postmaster. 
 
In the 1950s the house was occupied by Harold Hillson. Hillson operated a bike shop in the attached shop front at 968 Main 
Street. In the 1970s the house was owned by William and Shirley Granfield of 290 Pleasant Street and operated as Granfield’s 
Inn. The dwelling has also been known as the Dover House Inn.
